INTELLIGENCE OFFICER (INTO)
For the U.S. Coast Guard, the intelligence function has been determined to

best fit as the INTO. For more information on the Intelligence function, see Chapter 11. The responsibility of the INTO is to provide Command

intelligence information that can have a direct impact on the safety of response personnel and influence the disposition of maritime security assets involved in the response.

The major responsibilities of the INTO are:

a. Review Common Responsibilities in Chapter 2.

b. Participate in meetings and briefings as required.

c. Collect and analyze incoming intelligence information from all sources.

d. Determine the applicability, significance, and reliability of incoming intelligence information.

e. As requested, provide intelligence briefings to the IC/UC.

f. Provide intelligence briefings in support of the ICS Planning Cycle.

g. Provide Situation Unit with periodic updates of intelligence issues that impact the incident response.

h. Review the IAP for intelligence implications.

i. Answer intelligence questions and advise Command and General Staff as appropriate.

j. Supervise, coordinate, and participate in the collection, analysis, processing, and dissemination of intelligence.

k. Assist in establishing and maintaining systematic, cross-referenced intelligence records and files.

l. Establish liaison with all participating law enforcement agencies including the CGIS, FBI/JTTF, State and Local police departments.
