SITUATION UNIT LEADER (SITL)
The Situation Unit Leader is responsible for collecting, processing and

organizing incident information relating to the growth, mitigation or intelligence activities taking place on the incident.  The SITL may prepare future projections of incident growth, maps, and intelligence information.  The SITL Job Aid, reference (c), should be reviewed regarding the organization and duties of the SITL.

The major responsibilities of the SITL are:

a. Review Common Responsibilities in Chapter 2.

b. Review Unit Leader Responsibilities in Chapter 2.

c. Begin collection and analysis of incident data as soon as possible.

d. Prepare, post, or disseminate resource and situation status information as required, including special requests.

e. Prepare periodic predictions or as requested by the PSC.

f. Prepare the Incident Status Summary Form (ICS 209-CG).

g. Provide photographic services and maps if required.

h. Conduct situation briefings at meetings and briefings as required by the PSC.

i. Develop and maintain master chart(s)/map(s) of the incident.

j. Maintain chart/map of incident in the common area of the ICP for all responders to view.

k. Maintain Unit Log (ICS 214-CG).
