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State Overview 
This section presents an overview of the State’s governance structure and capabilities.  The section includes information on the State’s key administrators and agencies, grant information, and county level communications interoperability capabilities from the National Emergency Communications Plan (NECP) Goal 2 Survey.

Statewide Communication Interoperability Plan
The Statewide Communication Interoperability Plan (SCIP) is a locally-driven, multi-disciplinary plan to enhance emergency communications statewide.  The SCIP outlines the current and future vision for communication interoperability within the State and should align emergency response agencies to meet that vision. The most recent SCIP will be featured here along with the most recent SCIP Implementation Report.

Radio Systems and Infrastructure
This section provides a geographic overview of the State’s systems and key infrastructure, including State radio systems and tower locations.

Tactical and Incident Resources
Tactical and incident resources are essential to both Communications Unit Leaders (COMLs) and first responders as it provides the scope of interoperable assets available in a given area as well as how the assets are shared and prioritized.   These resources also help in supporting interoperable and emergency communications across a geographic area. This section will encompass information on a myriad of tactical and incident resources, including the Communication Unit and caches around the State.

Technical Assistance
As part of their mission the Department of Homeland Security’s Office of Emergency Communication (DHS/OEC) offers a wide range of technical assistance programs to enhance the capability of emergency responders and government officials to communicate in any emergency situation. This section summarizes previous and upcoming technical assistance within the State.

9-1-1 and NG9-1-1
Within this section the State’s 9-1-1 program, including governance structure and Public Safety Answering Points (PSAPs), is presented.  Additionally, State progress on Next Generation 9-1-1 planning or implementation is overviewed.

Broadband/FirstNet
FirstNet oversees the planning and construction of the National Public Safety Broadband Network, a secure, reliable, and dedicated nationwide interoperable digital network for emergency responders.  This section provides state results of FirstNet requirements along with important broadband related information.

This section encompasses federal contact information, important websites, and a record of CASM users throughout the state.
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Washington’s Governing Body:The Washington State governing body is the State Interoperability Executive Committee (SIEC).

Structure: The SIEC manages how State public safety agencies use wireless communications to carry out their daily operations and coordinate responses during major events.  Local governments determine how this is done at the local level. The SIEC relies heavily on input from local stakeholders and identifies strategies to more closely collaborate with local agencies on interoperability efforts.  The SIEC serves as a part of the State’s multi-jurisdictional Domestic Security Infrastructure.  This organization facilitates decision making and information sharing across the State’s public safety disciplines at all levels of government.

SIEC membership is divided roughly in half between local and state representatives. The 2003 Legislation limits the number of voting members to fifteen. The followingorganizations arerepresented in theSIEC:Washington Traffic Safety Commission, Association of Washington Cities; Regional EmergencyServicesAssociation; WA Association of FireChiefs;WA Association ofSheriffs and PoliceChiefs; WA Department of Corrections; WA Department ofInformation Services;WA Department of Natural Resources; WA Department of Transportation; WA Officeof theStateFireMarshall; WA MilitaryDepartment; WA State Patrol; WA State EmergencyManagement Division; Washington State Emergency Managers Association;WA State Association of Counties; Association of Washington Cities; Northwest Tribal Emergency Management Council and Washington Tribes.

OtherInformation

TheSIEC servesas a part of thestateof Washington’s multi-jurisdictionalDomesticSecurity infrastructure, “Team Washington.” The purpose of this organization is to reducevulnerabilities and defend againstthe disasters created bydomestic attacks and natural or technological hazards.

In addition to the SIEC, Washington also has the Washington State Homeland Security regional planning and coordination structure, which is divided into nine regions consisting of one or more geographical boundaries.  This regional configuration was implemented to distribute Federal grant funds, develop emergency responder equipment priority lists, plan and execute training and exercise programs, create regionally-based mutual aid plans, and develop volunteer infrastructure to support citizens’ involvement in 
HomelandSecurity initiatives. 

Each region has an interdisciplinary council that determines priorities for the area.  The council assesses vulnerabilities and determines how to address enhancements to the region's capabilities.  One county within each region acts as the regional lead.  The regional lead implements the vision of the regional council and is ultimately responsible for the projects, fiscal accountability, and contract management for the region.  Each regional lead has a regional coordinator who is specifically tasked to work with the regional partners at the city, tribal, and special purpose district levels to keep them engaged in the process.



	Authorization/Legislation

	TheSIEC wasestablishedbylegislation(Revised Code ofWashington 43.105.330)onJuly1, 2003asa permanentsubcommitteeofthe state ISB.

The SIEC was re-established in 2011 in Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill 5931.  SIEC responsibilities and committee membership, representation, and composition remain unchanged.  The one difference between the original legislation and the new law is that SIEC members are appointed by the new State Chief Information Officer (CIO). 

Due to legislative action, there was no need for a formal MOA or MOU to create the SIEC.  However, Federal, State, local, tribal, and NGOs have at times entered into agreements to foster interoperability and sharing of resources.

Washington State Military Department

Emergency Management Division: The Division has overall responsibility for planning and coordinating the emergency telecommunications program within the state.  The Telecommunications Section manages, maintains, and repairs telecommunications, information technology, and warning systems statewide, and is responsible for these resources within the State Emergency Operations Center (SEOC).  The Section also coordinates with the State’s amateur radio organizations (RACES and ARES) who provide backup communications systems as needed.

Washington State Department of Enterprise Services

The Department of Enterprise Services is responsible for planning and coordinating the information technology program within the state.  The Department maintains the state government telecommunications and information technology infrastructure, and provides staff to the SEOC as necessary.  The Department works closely with the Emergency Management Division to coordinate emergency communications response.

Washington State Utilities and Transportation Commission

The State Utilities and Transportation Commission is responsible for monitoring and reporting to the SEOC the recovery and restoration of regulated telecommunications services.  The Commission may also provide staff to the SEOC.

[image: ]The State of Washington has 29 federally recognized tribes and 17 responded to the NECP Goal 2 Survey.  The information is listed below.  The Washington tribes are located in the Bureau of Indians Affairs’ (BIA) Northwest Region.
Confederated Tribes of the Chehalis Reservation: Is located in southwest Washington and covers 4,438 acres. In July 2008, the U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS) Office of Emergency Communications (OEC) published the National Emergency Communications Plan (NECP), the first national strategic plan for improving emergency communications across all levels of government. The NECP established a set of goals to measure progress toward this vision.
For Goal 2 of the NECP, OEC worked with States and Territories to assess emergency communications at a more granular level, including counties and county equivalents such as parishes, municipalities, and townships.  The result is the most comprehensive and detailed account of emergency communications capabilities involving rural, urban, and border jurisdictions across the Nation.  
Goal 2 Performance Results
[image: ]To measure Goal 2, counties or county-level equivalents evaluated their ability to demonstrate response-level emergency communications during local emergencies, including unplanned incidents (e.g., tornadoes, vehicle accidents, missing persons, and earthquakes) and planned events (e.g., National Security Special Events [NSSE], large public gatherings, and National and State exercises).  The jurisdictions then sent the results to their respective Statewide Interoperability Coordinators (SWIC), who were responsible for validating the data and formally submitting to OEC. 
The criteria for achieving the goal was based on:  (1) policies and procedures; (2) responder roles and responsibilities; and (3) technical quality and continuity.  The counties were asked to assess their interoperable communications and received scores based on the following four levels of demonstration:

In total, 90 percent of responding jurisdictions were able to achieve response-level communications.

Next Generation 9-1-1

Next Generation 9-1-1 Overview:
Next Generation 9-1-1 (NG9-1-1) is an initiative to update and enhance the 9-1-1 service infrastructure throughout the United States.  NG9-1-1 aims to keep pace with new communication technology, offering benefits to both 9-1-1 operators and emergency responders, as well as callers.

NG9-1-1 Features:
· Location-centric technology with caller location embedded in call delivery packets
· Increased data bandwidth to allow for text and video in addition to voice
· Better sharing and consolidation of resources among agencies and PSAPs
· A framework to support future technology

Current Status of Washington’s NG9-1-1:
The E9-1-1 Advisory Committee’s NG9-1-1 Subcommittee has made progress in implementing NG9-1-1 standards across the state since its inception in 2007.  The Subcommittee has developed a 6 phase plan for bringing NG9-1-1 technology to the state.  The following comes directly from the Subcommittee’s NG9-1-1 Plan Report from 2012:
Phase 1. (Funded)
A state contract was awarded to CenturyLink and Intrado for a Next Generation 9-1-1 network and database pilot project in Benton, Ferry, Island, Lewis, Skamania, Spokane, Thurston, and Yakima Counties. 
· Status: COMPLETED. January 2012

Phase 2. (Funded)
Implementation of the Next Generation 9-1-1 network and database in theremaining 31 counties and Washington State Patrol (WSP) E9-1-1 Public Safety Answering Points. 
· Status: COMPLETED March 2012 

Phase 3. (Progress directly limited by annual revenue)
Consolidation of telecommunications equipment and implementation of i3 capability at all PSAPs. This is the final phase of telecommunications upgrades resulting in full digital-to-digital voice and data from start to finish. It is the most time consuming and expensive phase of the modernization. 
· Status: IN PROGRESS.

Phase 4.
Terminate end office trunks directly to IP gateways. When completed, legacy selective routers go away; start date: Oct 2012. 
· Status: IN PROGRESS.

Phase 5.
Convert remaining essential PSAP equipment (e.g. logging recording, CAD) to i3 standard. 
· Status: IN PLANNNING

Modernize geographic information systems.
